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Hello again.  Over the last few 
months, I have been asked by supporters 
regarding the status of the Faith Logistics 
program.  I am happy to say that Faith 
Logistics is alive and well, and the time was 
used to take proactive steps to ensure the 
organization’s longevity. As the winter months 
passed, Faith Logistics was forced to 
acknowledge two critical elements needing 
immediate attention. 
 
Our first need was for equipment more 
suitable for training purposes to expedite the 
curriculum process. In January, it was decided 
to sell the truck Associated Feeds donated to 
Faith Logistics and use the funds from that 
sale to purchase a smaller truck.    We 

purchased a single-axle 1996 Peterbilt.  Even 
though the truck was in good shape overall, it 
needed some maintenance and updating. Our 
search to find someone to volunteer heavy 
equipment mechanical skills led us to Enclave 
Community Church friend Randy Ford, who’s 
countless hours has created a truck that is 
now “road worthy.” 
 
The second obstacle that captured our 
attention was the need for finances to 
continue running the program.  With the 
economy spiraling downward, like most non-
profits, Faith Logistics has felt the dramatic 
impact with an 83% decrease in donations 
from last year.   Faith Logistics was created

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under the guidelines of working towards 
becoming financially self-sufficient in five 
years, but due to the current economic climate 
we opted to shorten this timeline.  It was 
decided to switch our current status from a 
“private carrier” to a “for hire carrier” to enable 
us to employ a graduate student of the 
program for temporarily seasonal employment 
to assist in covering some of the 
organization’s overhead costs.  Making the 
switch was a time consuming effort that first 
required finding an insurance company to 
insure both a truck driving school and a “for 
hire” trucking company.  In addition, we had to 
submit changes to the DMV, CHP, obtain 
worker’s compensation insurance and 

implement a payroll system.  Although we’ve 
encountered many obstacles and hurdles 
along the way, it is reassuring to know that we 
are not on this journey alone.   God has 
opened many doors and provided us with 
comfort when the task at hand seemed 
insurmountable. I know we have many more 
hurdles to overcome in the future, but I’m 
confident knowing God has a plan for this 
organization and He will lead us down the 
road that will glorify Him.
